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The 'Signals and Systems for Life Sciences' mega project focuses on technology for leveraging biometric signal
processing for analysis, prognostics, diagnostics and affordable health care.

IIT Kharagpur has undertaken four mega research projects from the Ministry of Human Resource Development which are
considered critical for the country's development and will give special focus to them.

The 'Sustainable Food Security' project seeks to leverage technology for food production, processing and distribution
logistics. The project is aligned with the requirements of technological interventions under the National Food Security Act.

The 'Signals and Systems for Life Sciences' mega project focuses on technology for leveraging biometric signal processing
for analysis, prognostics, diagnostics and affordable health care.
